A.
History of the Project Property

The Property was a flour mill in the late 1800s, and in 1898, it became the Ashtabula Hide & Leather Company.  The facility made leather goods until the early 1970s.  Buildings and areas on the Property involved the following type operations:  machine and carpenter shop; finishing and cutting house; hide house; tan house, splitting room, leach house; printing and shipping room; engine room; boiler room; priming room; and storage house.  There was also an underground storage tank and above ground storage tank listed on the property.  The Property has had very limited used since the closing of the tannery, primarily storage of flea market-type goods.

Current uses of the Property and current businesses occupying the Property

The Property is currently being used as a bait and tackle shop.

Surrounding uses of adjacent properties

The Property is located in the central portion of the City of Ashtabula, on the north side of Tannery Hill.  The Ashtabula River borders the Property to the north, northwest, northeast, and east as it forms an oxbow around the northern and eastern portions of the Property.  The Prospect Road Bridge abutment borders the Property to the south and southeast and Tannery Hill provides the western border.  Surrounding areas are comprised of undeveloped wood land, and residential and community (baseball diamonds) properties.

Number of buildings on the Property and their current condition
There are currently two structures located on the Property.  The first structure is a large “L” shaped 28,000 square foot open ceiling brick, cement block, and steel I-beam constructed warehouse building, which has the following three sections:  the main one-story building constructed around 1920; a one-story cement block structure constructed on the northwest corner of the main building and built around 1980; and an open-ceiling warehouse constructed on the south end of the main building structure, which was built around 1945.  This building is in generally good condition.  The second structure is a small cement block constructed garage approximately 800 square feet (built around 1945) located adjacent to the north of the main building structure.  This building is in good condition.  The remaining areas of the Property consist of a mix of gravel parking, former concrete foundations, overgrown and grubbed space, wooded land and river bank.

Previous sampling activities that have occurred on the Property
A VAP Phase I Property Assessment was prepared by RMT, Inc. on behalf of the City, and the November 2009 Phase I report described the Identified Areas (IAs).  Based on a review of the IAs and an additional site visit, Larry Smith, VAP Certified Professional with GT Environmental modified the IAs as follows: 

· IA/REC No. 1 – Historic Engine Room;

· IA/REC No. 2 – Historic operations of former location of hide drying, flexible department and paint stage;

· IA/REC No. 3 – Historic operations of former location of prime room, dope room(s), tacking and drying ovens;

· IA/REC No. 4 – Historic machine shop;

· IA/REC No. 5 – Historic operations of former location of leach room;

· IA/REC No. 6 – Historic operations of former location of beam house and hide warehouse;

· IA/REC No. 7 – Historic operations of former tan house and extraction tanks; 

· IA/REC No. 8 – Historic operations of a former gas tank, hide degreasing, and naphtha distillation area;

· IA/REC No. 9 – Potential impact from current and historic operations at the upgradient Chemeco and Services Chem of Ohio facilities located southwest of the Property;

· IA/REC No. 10 – Location of paint buckets, used solvents, cleaning agents, and other unknown materials;

· IA/REC No. 11 – Historic conduits of unknown service located in various locations of the Property; 

· IA/REC No. 12 – Former oven area located on the southern end of the Property, 

· IA/REC No. 13 –  Property-wide soil/sediment not covered by the IA, but may have impacts from undefineable historic operations of the facility, and   

· IA/REC No. 14 – Property-wide groundwater.

Redevelopment Potential of the Property and the proposed plans for reuse of the Property

i. The potential end user is likely transforming the Property into a City-owned recreational facility, with a park and fishing areas.  The City plans to make use of the Ashtabula River, which wraps around the Property.  This reuse will create an opportunity for additional City jobs.

ii. The project fits in with the master plan of helping to eliminate potential danger and blight that exists within the City by creating green space. This project will also enhance eco-tourism and economic development by creating a larger variety of outdoor recreation in the area.  
iii. The City will try to obtain USEPA or Clean Ohio Green Space Conservation funds to assist in redevelopment efforts for this important area of Ashtabula.  
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
